Therefore,
the contents might change in the future. When you use this book, please also
refer to the latest information by checking the Internet and asking
high schools, etc.
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Some of you junior high school students might be seriously thinking whether you go on to
high school or get job after graduation, while thinking of your future dream and current
situation. What is the meaning of going on to high school?

* You can have new friends, and enjoy school life through such as school festival and
club activities!

* You will have a wider range of future paths after graduating from high school
compared with just graduating from junior high school!

At first, you will meet new people and realize new aspects of yourself, and experience the
graded-up school festival and club activities compared with junior high school’s. Moreover,
if you go on to high school, you will have future access to university or vocational college
and a wider range of job opportunities. High school graduates have much wider range of
job opportunities than junior high school graduates do, and there are jobs that require
licenses you can obtain only at university or vocational college. Furthermore, while
university graduates have the widest range of job opportunities and can earn high income,
you have to graduate from high school to be eligible to take the university entrance exam.

This book explains types, entrance exam and cost of high school to people who want to
go on to high school but don’t know about the system about the entrance exam and
money, and who are almost giving up going on to high school due to the high cost. We are
more than happy if this book helps you go forward to your future path on your own.
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(1) Types

However, they might have
good facilities such as cafeteria, indoor pool, schoolyard, etc.

- Features
Each school has very different school culture and guideline.

Some schools strongly focus on specific field such as study, sports,
art, etc.
Some schools offer strong support for students until graduation.

Correct pronunciation for "miiZ(municipal)" and "fA3Z(private)” is "shiritsu”.
However, we sometimes differentiate them by pronouncing “ichiritsu(fiiz)"
and "watakushiritsu(fA3L)" since it's confusing when we talk.

Please be careful when you hear “shiritsu” because the difference

between municipal (public) and private is huge!

Column “Heigan (Suberidome) - Multiple application (application for insurance)"
Some families cannot take Heigan system because they cannot afford private
high school's enrollment fee, tuition, etc. However, if student has to choose only
public high school (especially full-time), the chance to take the entrance exam
would be only once and the pressure when taking the exam will be enormous. By
taking the entrance exam by Heigan, student can know the exam result before
taking the public high school's entrance exam and it will be good rehearsal for

the student to understand "what entrance exam is like.” Therefore, it is good
idea to take Heigan system so that your child can do his/her best when taking
the entrance exam without anxiety.

Moreover, some private high schools require students to [V
pay the admission fee right after the announcement of exam
result before taking the public high school's entrance exam.

Therefore, you should check if the private school can wait for
the admission fee payment until the announcement of the public
high school's exam result when taking Heigan system.

In around Autumn, there will be many mock exams to take. When taking the mock
exam, you have to go to the venue and take the exams for 5 subjects by spending
a whole day, like when you take the real entrance exam. If you write the name of
high school you want to go to when taking the mock exam, you will know your ranking

among students who also want to go to the same high school. Fee
for one mock exam is around 5,000 yen. It's not cheap but you
should try it at least once, because it will be a rehearsal for the
actual entrance exam by taking exams for a whole day.

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How to raise your academic performance

[Stage 1] Fight with sleepiness
At least just copy what is written on the blackboard into your notebook.

As shown above, exam fee for private school is much higher than public school’s.
If you are planning to take Heigan system etc., you should sum up the total exam fee and

prepare it.

(1) Tuition Support Fund Student will be exempted from tuition (instead of receiving money).

[ Conditions ] Annual income must be under about ¥9,100,000 (pubilc/private)

[ Procedure ] Student has to apply at the high school when enrolling on April.

(2) Kanawaga Private School Grant

[ Conditions ] Student must reside and go to private high school in Kanagawa.
[ Allowance ] Enrollment fee ¥100,0004+¥74,400~¥253,800 per year
[ Procedure ] Student has to apply at the high school on around June.

(3) Kanagawa Private School Emergency Support Grant

[ Conditions ] Household income of person who pays the tuition for the student residing and going to
private high school in Kanagawa becomes lower than standard level due to firing,
bankruptcy, long-term sickness, etc.

[ Allowance ] ¥178,200~¥297,000 per year

[ Procedure ] Student has to apply through the application form provided by the high school on
December.

(4) Yokohama High School Scholarship Student

[ Conditions ] Parents of the student must reside in Yokohama (student’s high school can be
public/private and inside/outside of Yokohama).

(5) Kanagawa High school Student etc. Scholarship

[ Conditions ] Student’s household must reside in Kanagawa, and be tax-exempted or
receiving welfare.

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Choosing the school

Parents tend to choose the school based on their own
opinion for their children, like, “This school is not good,
that school sounds better”. Your children are the ones who
go to school, so please do not impose your opinion on them.
You should ask your children what kind of school life they
want to live and what they want to do in the future while
facing their academic ability.If you are not used to
communicate with your children this way, you might find it
difficult to keep the conversation going. However, your
children will feel confident when you listen to their opinion.
Why don’t you take this opportunity and listen to your
children who are growing up to be adult?

Money

Not only mental but also monetary support is needed while
supporting your children in taking the high school entrance
exam. Since big amount of money will be necessary at
once, prior savings are important. Furthermore, you can
transfer entrance exam and enrollment fee at a bank only
during the daytime while your children are taking a class
at school. It actually happened that some students
couldn’t take the entrance exam or enroll in the high
school because their payment became overdue. Please
prepare the money and check the due date so that you
can pay the fee without fail.
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10.Further education after graduating from high school

Many students might think, “Even though | haven’t even enrolled in, do | have to think about
further education after graduating from high school? Give me a break!” However, high school days
will pass very fast, like junior high school days do. It’s a good idea to know what kind of paths you
can take after graduating from high school. The reason is that your performance at high school

will affect the possibility of passing the university entrance exam, and if your performance is good,
you could take the university or vocational college entrance exam by commendation. And also
because you will need to financially prepare for further education after graduating from high school.

(1) University Students can acquire a wide range of knowledge, and research and study
specialized knowledge.

can | take high school entrance exam?

There is a way to take public high school entrance exam for
a student who was absent from school for a long time, The application form is called
so please consult with your teacher. Furthermore, there are |  “Exam method for long-term

support schools (private correspondence course) where you absent student " (Form 7 to 9).
can study junior high school subjects again and receive support
to graduate high school.

*What kind of school is part-time high school?

*To teachers :

Students can study from basics and some part-time schools strongly support students in
school life. Moreover, there are not only part-time schools with evening classes but also
with morning and afternoon classes in Kanagawa.

wWhat is credit system high school?

There are 2 kinds of high school systems; grade system and credit system.
- Grade system: Students move up 3 grades in 3 years to graduate (like junior high school).
+ Credit system: Students obtain necessary credits to graduate.
Credit system high schools have a wider range of classes and students can choose the classes
freely at many credit system schools. Even if you don’t understand how credit system
works, high school will help you understand it after enrollment.

wAfter getting into high school, can | start working part-time?

Many students might be thinking, “After | get into high school, | will earn much money by
working part-time!” However, some high schools prohibit students from working or require
students to submit documents to let them work. You should check it at explanatory
meeting etc.

wCan | graduate from high school even though my academic performance
is not good?

No. You cannot graduate or move up grades if you are absent from school often or your
academic performance is not good, because high school is not under compulsory education
system. At high school, students might have to repeat a school year (Ryuunen) or get
expelled from school (Taigaku).
* Ryuunen: Repeating the same school year due to poor academic achievement for moving
up grade
- Taigaku : Quitting or getting expelled from school
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[A, Japanese Brazilian, born and raised in Japan]

I chose my school because when | visited the school festival, | felt a sense of freedom among
students, and the school’s atmosphere seemed fun. Moreover, it seemed interesting because |
could choose many kinds of classes freely. Studying for the entrance exam was a hard part.

At first | was studying without any direction because | didn’t quite know what to study as a
start and what | was not good at. | was shocked when | found the horrible result of mock exam
in summer of 3rd year. After that, | started going to cram school every day and concentrating
on studying until going to bed.

| researched the university | wanted to go and rehearsed the interview a lot so that | could
answer properly to the personal questions at the interview. | always reviewed the questions
after solving them because | always believed that reviewing was the most important thing in
studying. At first, | bought the total review textbook for 1st to 3rd year of junior high school
and solved them. Then | studied questions that | couldn’t solve until | understood them, and
reviewed them 3 days later. After that, | solved mock exam questions and past exam questions,
and reviewed the questions that | didn’t quite understand or couldn’t solve by reading comments

and textbooks. Moreover, | used the blue pen, ate the fruits, etc. which were said to be
good for memorization after | did research. Even though | was not sure that they would
really work, | believed and used them.

It was really hard because | started studying when there was little time until the
exam day and studied very hard without any break time in a big rush. It was very hard
and | was never confident until the exam time because | was nervous that necessary
knowledge was not in my brain even though | had reviewed them. | don’t like studying
but | thought studying step-by-step was the important thing.

Yokohama Minato Sogo High School (public, full-time)

[B, Japanese Bolivian, born in Japan, studied in Brazil from
primary school 3rd grade to junior high school 2nd grade]

I chose my high school because it’s close to my home and | can choose the subjects as |
want to. The reason why | decided to go to part-time high school was that | am a returned
student. | chose part-time because the content of class is easier than full-time high school’s.
All you need for the exam day is mental preparation. Just by saying to yourself, “l will pass the
exam,” tension will be relieved and you can take the exam comfortably. Mathematics
was a hard subject for me. | was not good at it and | would forget what | understood
by the following day. However, only mathematics score in the exam was high
maybe because | studied every day. | worked hard for the entrance exam by
studying every day without day off.

My advice to you when taking the exam is to prepare yourself for it, because if
you fail, you are responsible for it. When | studied 2 hours, | had an hour break.
| had a long break because | would go crazy if | kept studying forever. To increase
my motivation, | would imagine that | was having a happy high school life after
passing the exam.

Kawasaki High School (public, part-time)
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[C, Chinese, took high school entrance exam a half year after coming to Japan]

| visited many high schools, and joined explanatory meetings and trial classes, because |
thought the most important thing was to choose the high school to go. As a result, | deeply
comprehended the schools’ atmosphere and characteristics, and how much they focus on
academic education. Afterwards, | chose just one high school based on my academic ability,
and made a plan for the entrance exam. The hardest part was the period right before the
exam because | had to take many mock exams and rehearse for the interview almost every
day. | could not tell the interviewer what | wanted to tell properly because | just started
learning Japanese at that time. Due to that, the rehearsal for the interview was very hard.
However, | thought | did pretty well at the actual interview thanks to so many rehearsals.

Now, let me explain how | prepared for the each subject of entrance exam. My Japanese
was horrible. However, Chinese characters are easy for Chinese to memorize. | memorized
Japanese junior high school level common Chinese characters every day so that | could
hopefully get a full score on Chinese character questions. | did not spend much time for
English because | was good at it. However, | memorized vocabularies and idioms
every day without fail. | think solving many questions is the key for Mathematics.
After acquiring the basic knowledge, | solved exercise books and past exam
questions and repeated the questions that | couldn’t solve over and over until
| could solve them on my own.

While | am writing this, so many memories have come up to me. Please spend
your time right, and do your best to pass the entrance exam safely.
